A note from Pastor Owen Scott...

The book, “My Utmost for His Highest”, by
Oswald Chambers has been referred to as
the most recognized book apart from the
Bible. Millions of copies have been sold over
the last eight decades. The strange thing is
that the content was never meant to be a
book and the author, Oswald Chambers,
never saw the manuscript! Chambers died in
Egypt on November 15, 1917 from
complications of appendicitis. Oswald
Chambers was not even slightly famous in his
day. His book, “My Utmost for His Highest”
consisted of a compilation of 366 one-page
devotions. Bibby, his wife, wrote down every
word that Oswald said by hand and thus
preserved Chamber’s writings. Oswald’s
major theme was that the Christian’s duty is
“to fully submit to Christ’. He repeatedly said
that everything orbited around Christ! Alton
Gansky, in his book, “Sixty People Who
Shaped the Church”, said this about
Chambers, “The artist turned preacher has
touched more lives than he ever imagined he
would and helped shape the church in the
process.”
