Title:  I AM a NEW CREATION 

Text:  2 Corinthians 5:11-21 

Big Idea: Jesus calls us to live out of our new 

creation, but too often we settle for living out of 

our old-self. 

what does our text tell us… 

1. Paul’s changed perception of reality changed how he 

lived his life. (2 Cor. 5:11) 

 

2. Paul describes his new reality, and as a result tells the 

church that their old self is dead. (2 Cor. 5:14-15) 

 

3. The scripture then tells us that because of what Jesus 

has done we are no longer viewed by our physical 

markers; instead we are a new creation. (Gal.3:27-29) 

 

4. Day by day, step by step, begin to live by faith not by 

sight and live out of who you are in Jesus. (Col. 3:7-17)
